Small group questions

 if they want to endure the storms of life. Make a list of trials we might 
 experience and discuss how building on Jesus will prepare us to endure 
 those trials.

• Review the beatitudes. Jesus says 

this is God’s will which we are to 
obey. What are one or two things 
you can do to put the beatitudes 
into practice?  

 
 
 
 

• Why is it so dangerous to “hear”  
and do nothing? What things have 
you heard from God (through  
sermons, study, or prayer) recently? 
How have you responded in  
obedience? 

 
 
 
 

• Pastor Joe shared some examples  
of “building on the rock” vs 
“building on the sand”. Discuss 
some other examples where  
common sense and worldly  
wisdom do not align with the  
truth of God’s word. (Think  
family, finances, career,  
lifestyle, relationships)
