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SMALL GROUP QUESTIONS

e Talk about a time when you’ve found yourself serving in the name
of Jesus, but where you knew in your heart that you were operating
outside of God’s will. How could you tell? What did you learn?

e Some might argue that this passage argues for a works-based
salvation (“everyone who does my Father’s will enters the kingdom
of heaven”). How would you respond to that using these verses?

e Another group might argue from v. 22 that Christians should be
prophesying, casting out demons, and doing mighty works today
in the name of Jesus. How would you respond to them?

e Sermon Question: How do kingdom people discern genuine faith?

e What is the test of saving faith
that Pastor Keith talked about in
his message?
